TURDA MINES + CLUJ NAPOCA

 Breakfast.

Morning: Turda Salt Mine.

 The Turda Salt Mine is an impressive underground salt mine that has 
been transformed into a premier tourist and leisure destination and a 
futuristic therapeutic center. It is considered one of the most 
spectacular underground sites in the world, seamlessly blending 
geological history, human engineering, and a modern, science-fiction-
inspired design at a depth of over 80 meters.

 Lunch in a local restuarant.



Afternoon: Cluj Napoca.

 Cluj-Napoca is Romania’s second-largest city, the historic capital of 
the legendary region of Transylvania, and the most dynamic cultural hub in 
the country’s northwest. Known for its vibrant atmosphere, international 
festivals, and multicultural heritage—blending Romanian, Hungarian, and 
German influences—it is a truly fascinating destination.

 On our tour, we will visit the Orthodox Cathedral, the Cathedral of the 
Transfiguration, St. Michael’s Church, Bánffy Palace, Matthias 
Corvinus House, the Statue of Matthias Corvinus, and the National 
Opera House.

 Overnight in Cluj Napoca.



SATURDAY MAY 15, 2027
ALBA IULIA + SIBIU

 Breakfast.

Morning: Alba Iulia.

 Alba Iulia  is an historic city in Romania, located in the iconic region of 
Transylvania on the banks of the Mureș River, famous for being home 
to the country’s largest and most impressive fortified citadel. Considered 
the historic capital and the “spiritual heart” of Romanian national identity, 
it was the site of Transylvania’s unification with the country’s other 
provinces in 1918.

 On our tour, we will visit Alba Carolina, the 7 monumental gates, the 
Coronation Cathedral, St. Michael’s Catholic Cathedral, and the 
Changing of the Guard.

 Lunch in a local restaurant.



Afternoon: Sibiu.

 Sibiu is one of the most beautiful, important, and best-preserved 
medieval cities in Romania, located in the heart of the historic region of 
Transylvania and founded in the 11th century by German Saxon settlers. It 
stands out for its vibrant cultural atmosphere and unique architectural 
features. It is known worldwide as “the city that watches you” because 
of the ventilation windows on the roofs of its houses, which are shaped like 
eyes. Its magnificent Old Town, entirely pedestrianized, is easy to explore.

 On our tour, we will visit Piața Mare (Grand Square), Turnul Sfatului
(Council Tower), Podul Minciunilor (Bridge of Lies), the Evangelical
Cathedral, Piața Mică (Small Square), and Strada Nicolae Bălcescu.

 Overnight in Sibiu.



SUNDAY MAY 16, 2027
SIGHISOARA + BRASOV

 Breakfast.

Morning: Sighisoara.

 Sighisoara is another of Europe’s best-preserved medieval cities, famous 
as the birthplace of Vlad Tepes (the historical inspiration for 
Dracula) and designated a UNESCO World Heritage Site. Located in 
the Transylvania region of Romania, this fortified gem is notable for its 
cobblestone streets, hidden passageways, and colorful Saxon facades.

 On our tour, we will visit the Citadel, the Clock Tower, the Medieval 
Weapons Hall, the Torture Chamber, and Dracula’s birthplace.

 Lunch in a local restaurant.



Afternoon: Free time in Sighisoara and transfer to Brasov.

 Overnight in Brasov.



MONDAY MAY 17, 2027
BRASOV

 Breakfast.

Morning: Brasov.

 Brasov, another dazzling and fascinating city, strategically located in 
the heart of the historic region of Transylvania and surrounded by 
the Carpathian Mountains. Originally founded by Saxon settlers, it 
combines an old town filled with Baroque and Renaissance facades with a 
wealth of cultural attractions and stunning mountainous scenery.

 On our tour, we will visit Piața Sfatului (Council Square), Biserica
Neagră (Black Church), Mount Tâmpa (cable car ride for panoramic
views and a photo with the “BRASOV” sign), the White and Black
Towers (Turnul Alb/Negru), and Strada Sforii.

TUESDAY MAY 18, 2027
BRAN CASTLE + 

FORTIFIED CHURCHES OF PREJMER & HARMAN

 Breakfast.

Morning: Bran Castle.

 Bran Castle, also located in the historic region of Transylvania, it is one 
of the most iconic and visited monuments in Eastern Europe, world-famous 
for being popularly known as “Dracula’s Castle”. Built in the 14th 
century (around 1377), it initially served as a defensive fortress and a 
border customs post between Transylvania and Wallachia. The connection 
to Dracula and its link to Vlad the Impaler (the Wallachian prince who 
inspired Bram Stoker’s character) stems from the fact that Tepes was held 
captive in its dungeons.

 Lunch in a local restaurant.
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Afternoon: Fortified churches of Prejmer & Harman.

 Prejmer and Hărman These are the two most famous, best-
preserved, and most accessible Saxon fortified churches in 
Transylvania, located just a few kilometers from the city of Brasov. Both 
were originally founded by the Teutonic Knights in the 13th century to 
defend the region against Tartar and Ottoman invasions, eventually 
becoming true fortress-towns where the community took refuge during 
sieges.

 Overnight in Brasov.



WEDNESDAY MAY 19, 2027
PELES CASTLE + TARGOVISTE

 Breakfast.

Morning: Peles Castle.

 Peleș Castle is one of Europe’s most impressive architectural 
masterpieces and, along with Bran Castle, Romania’s most visited 
monument. Located in the picturesque town of Sinaia, in the heart of 
the Carpathian Mountains, it was commissioned by King Carol I of 
Romania between 1873 and 1914 as his opulent summer residence.

 Lunch in a local restaurant.



Afternoon: Targoviste.

 Targoviste, former capital of the Principality of Wallachia between the 
15th and 17th centuries, is located in Dambovița County, 
approximately 80 kilometers northwest of Bucharest, and is world-
renowned as the city from which Vlad Tepes ruled—the historical 
figure who inspired the legend of Dracula—as well as the city 
where dictator Ceaușescu was executed on Christmas Day 1989.

 On our tour, we will visit the Targoviste Military Barracks (the site of 
Ceaușescu’s execution) and the Police Museum.

 Transfer and overnight in Bucharest.



THURSDAY MAY 20, 2027
BUCHAREST

 Breakfast.

Morning: Bucharest.

 Bucharest is the capital and most populous city of Romania and 
serves as the country’s main economic, cultural, and industrial hub. It is 
internationally renowned for its architectural mix, where 20th-century 
palaces—which earned it the nickname “Little Paris” —coexist with 
monumental Communist-era apartment blocks and modern skyscrapers.

 On our tour, we will visit the Parliament Building and the Orthodox 
Cathedral (Catedrala Mântuirii Neamului).

 Lunch in a local resturant.



Afternoon: Bucharest.

 Panoramic tour of Bucharest's main sights, including the Athenaeum and 
Stavropoleos Monastery.

 Free time in Bucharest.

 Overnight in Bucarest.

BUCHAREST

SATURDAY MAY 22, 2027
VIDIN (BULGARIA)

 Breakfast.

Morning:  Navigation and free time on board.

 Lunch.

Afternoon:  Excursion/Visit of Vidin (Bulgaria).

 Vidin is an historic port city located in northwestern Bulgaria and is 
strategically situated on the southern bank of the Danube River, making 
it one of the country’s main natural borders and gateways to Romania and 
Serbia. Vidin boasts a rich cultural and architectural heritage, a 
legacy of its medieval and Ottoman past.

 On our tour, we will visit Baba Vida Fortress, an iconic medieval fortress 
and one of the best-preserved in all of Bulgaria, and the so-called 
Belogradchik Rocks, a spectacular natural phenomenon of sandstone 
rock formations, nominated as a UNESCO World Heritage Site.

 Dinner, navigation, and overnight on board.



SUNDAY MAY 23, 2027
DANUBE GORGE IRON GATES CANYON & LOCK

 Breakfast.

Morning: Passage through the Canyon and the Iron Gates Locks on the 
Danube.

 The Iron Gate Canyon & Locks on the Danube River Gorge are an 
impressive navigation system and hydroelectric dam shared by 
Romania and Serbia. This system allows ships to navigate a drop of 
more than 35 meters (115 feet), making it possible to sail through one of 
Europe’s narrowest, most historic, and most impressive canyons.

 Lunch.

Afternoon: Navigation and free time on board.

 Dinner, navigation and overnight on board.



MONDAY MAY 24, 2027
BELGRADE (SERBIA)

 Breakfast.

Morning: Excursion/Visit of Belgrade (Serbia).

 Belgrade is the capital and largest city of the Republic of Serbia. 
Historically known as the “White City”, it occupies a strategic position in 
southeastern Europe, right at the confluence of the Sava and Danube 
rivers. It is one of the oldest capitals on the continent and today serves as 
the nation’s primary economic, cultural, and academic hub.

 During our program, we will enjoy a panoramic tour of Belgrade on a 
guided tour of the Serbian capital to explore its blend of historical and 
cultural influences, including the Temple of Saint Sava, the largest 
Orthodox church in the Balkan region, and the Kalemegdan Fortress, a 
historic fortified complex situated at the confluence of the two great rivers, 
the Danube and the Sava.



Afternoon: Traditional lunch and buffet banquet.

 After the city tour, the experience continues with a traditional Balkan
lunch at a rustic wooden farmhouse nestled in a natural setting. We
will be welcomed with a glass of Šljivovica and a live demonstration of local
culinary techniques. Šljivovica is a plum brandy that is very popular in the
Balkan countries and Eastern Europe.

 It is considered an iconic variety of rakia (the region’s traditional fruit 
brandy), and in countries like Serbia, it is an inseparable part of the 
national identity. In fact, its traditional preparation methods were inscribed 
by UNESCO on the List of Intangible Cultural Heritage of Humanity.

 The afternoon includes a buffet-style banquet with national 
beverages, all accompanied by the music of a live folk orchestra in a 
relaxed outdoor setting.

 Dinner, navigation and overnight on board.



TUESDAY MAY 25, 2027
NOVI SAD (SERBIA) + VUKOVAR (CROATIA)

 Breakfast.

Morning: Excursion / Visit of Novi Sad (Serbia).

Novi Sad is Serbia’s second-largest city, the capital of the northern 
province of Vojvodina, and a vibrant cultural hub nicknamed the “Serbian 
Athens.” Located on the banks of the Danube River, it is known for its 
charming pedestrian streets and its famous historic fortress.

 Our program includes a guided walking tour of the pedestrianized 
historic center, focusing on its palatial architecture and churches. 
Highlights include Plaza de la Libertad, the City Hall, and the Catholic 
Cathedral.

 Lunch & Navigation.



Afternoon: Excursion/Visit of Vukovar (Croatia).

 Vukovar is a city in eastern Croatia and the country’s main river port, 
located at the confluence of the Vuka and Danube rivers. Historically 
and culturally, the city is considered a national symbol of Croatian 
independence due to the brutal siege it endured in 1991 during the Balkan 
War in the former Yugoslavia.

 Our tour begins on the right bank of the Danube, at the river cruise pier. A 
short walk along the river offers views of the Danube, the natural border 
between Croatia and Serbia, before reaching the confluence with the Vuka 
River. Standing above it is the 9.5-meter-tall White Cross monument. 
Along the way, we’ll also see the old water tower from the Habsburg 
era and the Danubio Hotel, which has never been restored. Continuing 
toward the city center, we arrive at Franjo Tuđman Square, home to 
City Hall and surrounded by elegant Baroque buildings from the time of 
Maria Theresa, including the former Grand Hotel. Crossing the pedestrian 
bridges, we enter the lively pedestrian zone with cafés, shops, and the 
well-known Borovo shoe store, which reflects everyday life in the city and 
its post-war renewal. The tour concludes at Eltz Palace, the most 
beautiful Baroque building in Vukovar.

WEDNESDAY MAY 26, 2027
PECS (HUNGARY)

 Breakfast.

Morning: Excursion/Visit of Pecs  (Hungary).

 A tour of the city of Pecs, the 2010 European Capital of Culture, 
famous for its charming galleries, monuments, and museums. The tour of 
Pécs will begin at the Cathedral of St. Peter and St. Paul, where we will 
be able to go inside and listen to a short organ concert featuring 
music by Bach and other legendary composers, as well as view the 
cathedral’s treasury, which dates back to the 11th century. On this tour, we 
will pass through Széchenyi Square, City Hall, Lóránt Palace, and 
Káptalan Street, with its beautifully restored medieval houses, cafés, and 
shops. Afterward, we will have free time to explore Pécs before returning 
to the cruiseship.

THURSDAY MAY 27,  2027 
BUDAPEST (HUNGARY)

 Breakfast.

Morning: Excursion/Visit of Budapest (Hungary).

 Budapest is the capital of Hungary and one of Central Europe’s 
most iconic destinations. This majestic and imperial metropolis is 
divided by the iconic Danube River into two distinct historical halves: 
Buda, the residential area characterized by its hills, palaces, and castles, 
and Pest, the vibrant commercial, cultural, and financial heart of the city.



 On our tour, we’ll enjoy a panoramic tour of this wonderful city known as
the “Paris of the East”, with a fabulous view of the Hungarian
Parliament Building, admiring its imposing Neo-Gothic façade that
majestically overlooks the banks of the Danube. We’ll also explore Heroes’
Square, a large esplanade flanked by museums that pays tribute to the
founding leaders of the Hungarian tribes. Andrássy Avenue and the
Opera House, strolling along the city’s wide boulevards and passing in
front of the elegant National Opera House. Central Market Hall, a hub for
experiencing local cuisine and commercial life. Chain Bridge, Budapest’s
oldest and most iconic viaduct. Fisherman’s Bastion, a 19th-century
Neo-Romanesque fortification with seven towers offering the most famous
panoramic views of the river and Parliament. St. Matthias Church,
located just behind the Bastion, is the city’s oldest Gothic church, where
Hungarian kings were crowned. Castle District, a guided walking tour
through the narrow cobblestone streets and medieval squares surrounding
the Royal Palace.

BRATISLAVA (SLOVAKIA)

 Breakfast.

Morning:  Navigation and free time on board.
 Lunch.

Afternoon:  Excursion/Visit of Bratislava (Slovakia).

 Bratislava is the charming capital of Slovakia.

 Located on the banks of the iconic Danube River and just 60 kilometers 
from Vienna, this Central European gem combines medieval history, 
Baroque elegance, and a warm, modern atmosphere. 



 On our tour, we’ll visit St. Michael’s Gate, the only surviving medieval 
gateway from the city’s ancient fortifications. Main Square (Hlavné 
Námestie), the heart of the city, is home to the Old Town Hall and the 
iconic Maximilian Fountain. The Bronze Statues, a must-see stop to view 
and photograph the famous and charming urban sculptures, with special 
highlights including Čumil (“The Working Man” peeking out of a manhole) 
and Schöner Náci.  St. Martin’s Cathedral, a Gothic church of great 
historical significance, famous for having been the coronation site of the 
kings of the Kingdom of Hungary between the 16th and 19th centuries. 
Slovak National Theatre, a majestic Neo-Renaissance building located 
on Hviezdoslav Square. Primatial Palace, a famous Neoclassical palace 
where the Peace of Pressburg was signed. Bratislava Castle (Bratislavský 
Hrad), a scenic stop at this imposing white castle situated on a hill 
overlooking the Danube River.

 Dinner, navigation and 
overnight on board.



SUNDAY MAY 30, 2027
VIENNA (AUSTRIA)

 Breakfast.

Morning: Excursion/Visit Vienna (Austria).

 Vienna, the capital of Austria, is an imperial city situated on the 
banks of the Danube River, recognized worldwide as the cradle of 
classical music and one of the cities with the highest quality of life on the 
planet. The city stands out for its imposing Baroque architecture, its 
majestic palaces of the Habsburg dynasty, its traditional cafés, a vibrant 
cultural scene, and a host of world-renowned figures throughout history, 
such as Strauss, Mozart, Empress Sisi, and the memorable works of 
Gustav Klimt.



 On our tour, we will enjoy a stroll along the Ringstrasse, a walk along the 
city’s most famous avenue, where you can admire Vienna’s great 
monuments such as the State Opera House, the Parliament, City Hall, 
the Burgtheater, and the Museums of Art History and Natural History. 
The Hofburg Palace, the official residence of the former emperors 
(Habsburgs). Next, we’ll explore the city on foot, starting with the famous 
Albertina Museum. From here, we’ll take a leisurely one-hour stroll 
along the city’s old moat, known as the “Graben”, and explore the 
Historic Center (Innere Stadt): A walking tour through the elegant streets 
of the old town to admire the imposing St. Stephen’s Cathedral 
(Stephansdom) and the city’s architecture.

 Lunch.



Afternoon: Schönbrunn Palace.

 Schönbrunn Palace is one of Austria’s most important historical and 
cultural sites and Vienna’s most significant landmark. Known as the 
“Viennese Versailles,” it served for centuries as the official summer 
residence of the Habsburg dynasty and was the central setting in the lives 
of the iconic Empress Sisi (Elisabeth of Bavaria) and her husband, Emperor 
Franz Joseph I. This Baroque palace with 1,441 rooms—designated a 
UNESCO World Heritage Site—allows visitors to experience the intimacy, 
daily routines, and pronounced obsessions of the “rebellious empress”.
